Figure captions should be written with 10 pt font (centered). A line spacing of 6 pt should follow the caption. Markings on the figures should have the size corresponding to the 10-12 pt font in the final version of abstracts, line thickness - not less than 1 pt. Please, take the file size into account choosing the format of your figure.

Equation 3.0 or MathType should be used for creating of equations. The following method of formatting is preferable. Set two tabs: 8 cm “center” and 16 cm “right” in the properties of the paragraph. After that, put the first tab before the equation, and the second tab between the equation and its number. For other equations you can use the tool "Format Painter".
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The references in the text are given with numbers in square brackets, for example [1]. References section should be separated by a blank line, no title for reference section is needed. A reference to a journal article should contain authors’ names (initials first), journal title (italics should not be used), then volume number (in bold), page number (or article number), and then in parentheses the year of publication. The authors’ names and journal title, as well as the volume number and page number are separated with a comma. It is recommended to use common abbreviations for journals (for example, Phys. Rev. B). If the number of authors is larger than 3, it is recommended to use abbreviation “et al.” Book titles should be written in italics, following with the city of publication, publisher, year of publication and the page number (if necessary).
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
